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Set aside a special time and special place to meet daily with the Lord.


Choose one book of the Bible.  You might start with a Gospel, such as John, or an epistle (letter—Ephesians, Colossians, Galatians).  A New Testament book might be the best to begin with.  After establishing a habit for daily devotions, and after mastering this method, it would be profitable to go all the way through the Bible from Genesis to Revelation using this method of study.


Obtain a book to use for your “Journal” and write out daily the things you gleaned from your study of God’s Word.

1. READ one chapter each day.  (A very long chapter can be divided)

2. READ the chapter 3 times.

a. Read for general understanding

b. Read concentrating on facts and details

c. Read to discover the answers to the following questions:

i. Is there an example for me to follow?

ii. Is there a promise for me to claim?

iii. Is there a sin for me to avoid?

iv. Is there a special thought or teaching or insight about God the Father, God the Son, or God the Holy Spirit?

v. Is there a special application for my life today?
