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Forgiveness

If you do not love others, you do not love God (1John 4:20-21). 

If you do not biblically forgive one another, you will not be forgiven by God (Matt 6:14-15, Matt 18:21-35, Mark 11:25-26).

You will be judged in the same way you judge others (Luke 6:36-38)

Forgiveness- you make a solemn promise to never bring up the offense to the person, anybody else or yourself again.

Forgiveness is an act of obedience to the Lord (Eph 4:32) and must be granted from the heart (Matt 18:35).

Forgiveness gives the offender what he needs rather then what he deserves (Psalm 103:10).

Biblical Forgiveness
1. Not keeping a record of wrongs suffered (1 Cor. 13:5)

2. Not gossiping about a person’s sin to others (Eph. 4:29)

3. Not dwelling on the offense yourself (Phil 4:8-9)

4. Restoring fellowship with the forgiven person, as far as is biblically possible (Rom. 12:18/ 2 Cor. 2:6-8)
