QUESTIONS FOR STUDY AND DISCUSSION:
 

1. Look up the word "forgive" in the dictionary.  Write out the definition.

2. Read Matthew 18:21-34 and answer the following questions:

A. How many times did the Lord Jesus tell Peter we are to forgive others?

B. What do you think He meant to imply to Peter?
C. What is the message of the parable that Jesus told?
D. What does our heavenly father say is His attitude toward all who refuse to forgive?

3. Read Matthew 6:14-15, and Mark 11:25-26
A.      What solemn truth do these verses teach us?

4. Read Luke 23:34 and Acts 7:54-60
A. What was happening to the Lord Jesus and to Stephen in these verses?
B. What was the response of each to those who were taking their lives?
5. Read Ephesians 4:32
A. What is our forgiveness to others to reflect? 
B. Ultimately all of our sin is against God.  (Ps. 51:4)  What does God tell us we are to do when we sin against Him?  (See 1 John 1:9 - memorize this verse)
C. List the sins which you have specifically committed against the Lord.  Confess them before Him.  Thank Him for the forgiveness and cleansing that He promises because of the Lord Jesus taking our sins upon Himself on the cross.

6.  Even though all of our sin is against God, we are guilty of doing wrong things to others.     Read Matthew 5:23-24.
A. As Christians, if we come before the Lord to worship Him and remember that we have done things to others that were wrong ---- by our deeds, or our speech, or our attitudes, we are to go to that person and ask them also to forgive us for the wrong that we have done before them and before God.
B. Go alone before the Lord and think of the people that you have wronged --- and the things that you did to others that were not pleasing to the Lord and sin in His sight.
i. Make a list below of those people you need to ask forgiveness.
ii. Determine in your heart to go to each person, or write to each person, or phone each person and ask them to forgive you for the things you did which were wrong before God and before them.
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
